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Figure Legend: Figure 1 Ovary - Mesonephric duct remnant in a female Wistar Han rat pup from a
subchronic study. The cluster of tubules is present in the periovarian tissue. Figure 2 Ovary -
Mesonephric duct remnant in a female Wistar Han rat pup from a subchronic study (higher
magnification of Figure 1). The cluster of tubules in the periovarian tissues resembles epididymal

tubules.

Comment: Mesonephric duct remnants in the ovary are characterized by small clusters of tubules
within periovarian tissue (Figure 1 and Figure 2). The tubules are lined by cuboidal to tall columnar
epithelium and have an appearance reminiscent of epididymal tubules. These tubules are recognized

as being remnants of mesonephric ducts.

Recommendation: Ovary - Mesonephric duct remnant should always be diagnosed but need not be
graded.
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
