Poster Presentation Instructions

Thank you for submitting a poster presentation to the May 2014 Collaborative Workshop
on Aquatic Toxicity Models and 21* Century Toxicology. Please read these instructions
carefully as you develop your poster presentation.

Poster Preparation
Your poster should be no larger than 48” wide by 36 high.

The top of each poster should include a heading stating the title, authors, and author
affiliations. The title lettering should be at least 1" high. Institutional logos are permitted,
but not product logos. The illustrations and text should be readable from five feet away.
All lines should be heavily drawn. Typed materials should use the largest typeface
available.

Other guidelines:

1. While we expect authors to be available to discuss their posters with workshop
attendees during the poster session (see below), posters should be understandable
without oral explanation.

2. Plan your poster presentation aiming for clarity and simplicity. Make an initial
layout, keeping in mind the proportions of figures, tables, and text.

3. A good poster should be like a good paper, but avoid displaying a short
manuscript. Be clear and concise in all statements. Include your objective, the
design/methods, the results and conclusion. Experimental details should be
concise, and tables and conclusions should be clearly defined.

4. Avoid overloading the poster with excessive text and data. Where possible,
organize tables and figures chronologically in vertical progression.

5. Consider bringing handouts of your poster to pass out to those who are interested.

Poster Display and Presentation

Posters will be presented during the evening session on Monday, May 5, at the North
Carolina Museum of Natural Sciences. Please plan to be at the museum promptly at 6:30
p.m. NICEATM staff will be available when you arrive to assist you with mounting your
posters for display, and will provide pushpins to mount your poster.

The first author of each poster should be available for questions and discussion from 7:00
to 8:00 p.m. If the first author is not available for the entire poster session, he or she
should arrange for a co-author to attend the poster. Posters should be removed from the
display boards at 8:30 p.m. when the poster session closes; posters left behind after the
end of the poster session will be discarded.
